PROFILING ESL STUDENT DATA

IMPORT AND EXPORT UTILITY AND WHAT’S NEW IN SIS.

In this session the “what” and the “how” for schools on dealing with ESL student data will be unpacked, and the process for entering data will be illustrated.  In part 1 of the session Jeanette McLean, ESL/ESD Curriculum Officer for the Canning Education District will outline what key data for ESL students needs to go into SIS, and what the data looks like when it comes out.  Several aspects relating to interpretation of the data will be clarified, including the ESL Stages, the different kinds of visas and first languages, identifying particular cohorts of students such as full fee paying students or students from a limited schooling background, and the importance of updating and managing this data on an ongoing basis for reporting and accountability purposes.  

Following on from this, in part 2 of the session Gillian Hill, Senior Project Support Officer for the STIMS Project – School Administration Team, will outline how the data is to be entered into SIS, taking you through the steps involved and alerting you to any pitfalls or dangers.  You will also have the opportunity to view the flexibility of SIS to present specific information on the cohort which will highlight your school’s particular ESL profile, together with Importing and Exporting Student data and some enhancements to SIS planned for the near future.
